The road to manhood

According to Findlay, the selection process is
long and comprehensive. “We begin with
scouting at the club level. Coacheswill contact
us —, or we hear of players, and we go and
watch them play. We then invite those we like
to provincia evaluation camps, and finaly we
invite the best players to a March camp to
select for Nationals in July. Then from the
nationals, Stephen Hart and his staff select the
playersto evauate for the Canadian squad”.

School of hard knocks: Findlay wants to see less bumps on the road

The majority of National selects will come
from both provincia and nationa training cen-
tres. Findlay points out, “ Some people may not
redize it, but we have scouts and evaluation
centres in several regions of the province now
from the Idand to the interior to northern BC.
Wewant to give every possible player achance
to be seen, but you do not have to live in
Vancouver to have that chance’.

Youth players currently training and playing
with professional clubs in Europe are dso in
the scout’s sights.

“We have to redlize that some players will
never come to a nationa training centre’,
explained Findlay, “but without a doubt there
are players [in Europe] receiving top coaching
and their gameisredly developing. We haveto
include them in our thinking for sure”
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Training Methods

Club, coach or country?
“Sean Fleming [CSA] recently
gave a presentation, — on the
subject of the absolute need for
awell developed club systemin
Canadaas aprerequisite for suc-
cessful player development”,
explained Findlay. “He is
absolutely correct with this
view. In our view, the best way
to develop young playersin BC
or in Canada for that matter is
not through BC Soccer. It is
through a well organized club
system within each provincia
association”.

Findlay suggests that clubs
could be better organized, each
with a “paid, professional head
coach who develops the training philosophy
and trains the various team coaches’.

He aso believes that clubs should adhere in
part to CSA “direction and philosophy” in
regards to player development and names a
few he deems successful: Miller in
Abbotsford, Dalrymple at Surrey Utd,

The not so super, Super Y-League
The Super Y-League, home to Whitecaps
Youth among others, remains in conflict with
the BCSA over issues of player éigibility, for
provincia and national teams. BC Soccer sees
provincial training and the' YL eague as mutu-
aly exclusive endeavours. Despite recognizing
that some provincia/national players come
from other clubs, primarily in Europe, Findlay
maintains that, “while certainly the Y-League
affords another opportunity for youth to devel-

op their game, we believe that there are sever-
al good reasons [why] Y—-League players can-
not play at the provincia level a the same
time. Firdt, coincidental schedules make it
very hard on the players in terms of travel,
hours at the park, and risk of injury. Second,
quite frankly, we believe that the level of com-
petition that we provide through high level
games is superior to that of the Y-League. We
tell players and their families that they have to
choose Y—League or Provincial, but not both”.
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“All of these guys are excellent coaches’,
Findlay asserts. “Their clubs are developing
levels of success that other teams cannot
match. [Head coaches] with the real expertise
and experience will set the standard for the
players and coaches aike. Club head coaches
are definitely the way we ought to be going.”

Findlay believes there are not enough clubs
subscribing to the plan, for philosophica or
political reasons, and too many coaches put
their own interests ahead of the kids. “At the
end of the day, it has to be about the player.
Has he or she made it to the next level? If so,
how? If not, why? Coaches need to understand
that it is not about making a name for them-
selves, but rather it is about making a name for
the players. We haveto try to get onto the same
page if we want the best for our players”
